 Bread and drowned man
Fishermen in northern Vojvodina (Serbia),  had a way to find the body of a drowning in the Danube. Method of finding consisted in the fact that a loaf of bread with candle, let in a place where they thought the person drowned. Water currents wore to a loaf of bread as well as the body of a drowning man, and where the current is stopped bread would peacefully swam to the surface, and there would often be the body of a drowning man. The same methods were used and in England. Ever since the Middle Ages many Englishmen believe that "bread can find a drowning man."

 BERDOF - The bread of the poor pupils
Blagodjejanija (ie charity) was a public building in Sremski Karlovci (Srbija) where was stationed dining room and kitchen for the poor students of Gymnasium and seminaries, in the 19th century. All of them were free feeding at the expense of the Metropolitan and the monasteries. In addition to other foods, every two cadets were given a loaf of bread "berdov," one student was cutting it, and the second chose which half he will to take. In the later period of time "berdov" was very good bread, but judging by one verse, in older times it was not like that: If anybody wonts gymnastics, should take "berdov", he would get sweaty, while eat it.
